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Students compe� ng in the Scripture Division should closely observe and follow the guidelines for the events in 
which they are compe� ng. 

Students may enter up to fi ve (5) events in Scripture but must not enter more than once in any event. In Scripture 
events students’ dress and appearance during performance or as a part of any compe� � on or presenta� on must 
conform to the Conven� on Dress Code (see the Introduc� on to Guidelines on page IN.16). 

Remember, students must enter and par� cipate in events in more than one division.

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1. Students may enter a Golden Award each year they are eligible to a� end Conven� on, however students are 
not permi� ed to submit the same Scripture in consecu� ve years.

2. The student must quote the required book from memory within one year (between their Regional Student 
Conven� on Registra� on Closing Dates). The student must recite a minimum of one chapter at each hearing 
unless otherwise specifi ed.

3. No more than three errors or prompts may be allowed per chapter or sec� on of chapter as per the allowable 
divisions listed under each award.

4. Students who earn a Golden Award qualify to a� end both the South Pacifi c and Interna� onal Student 
Conven� ons and will automa� cally be awarded fi rst-place in their Golden Award by SCEE/A.C.E. if they 
a� end.

5. Students who earn a Golden Award and register for Conven� on, will be eligible for one discount off  the normal 
Registra� on por� on of the fees as per the Registra� on Form. This does not include fees for accommoda� on 
and meals. Applica� on for this discount must be submi� ed by the Registra� on Closing Date. Only one 
discount is applicable per student per Conven� on, regardless of the number of awards completed.

6. The Applica� on for Scripture Award must be signed and received at the SCEE offi  ce by the Registra� on 
Closing Date to verify entry. Supervisors/parents MUST NOT sign applica� ons if memory work is incomplete. 
Applica� ons for Scripture Awards NOT received by the Registra� on Closing Date WILL NOT BE AWARDED. A 
Judges Form is not required.

7. Parents/schools will be charged for Scripture trophies that are ordered and not awarded.

8. The applicant of the award MUST be in full-� me a� endance at Student Conven� on. 

9. Any children (not of Conven� on age) or adults, who are willing to abide by the same Guidelines as students 
may enter the Golden and Chris� an Awards and will be awarded a trophy, ribbon/medal, and cer� fi cate, 
the same as the students. The child or adult must be in full � me a� endance at conven� on to qualify. No 
absentee awards will be given.

• GOLDEN APPLE AWARD
The student must quote the Book of Proverbs. 

• GOLDEN LAMB AWARD
The student must quote the Gospel of John. The student must recite a minimum of one chapter at each 
hearing, except for those chapters with 40-59 verses - these may be divided into TWO parts; and chapters 
with 60-79 verses - these may be divided into THREE parts.

• GOLDEN HARP AWARD
The student must quote the Book of Psalms. The student must recite a minimum of one chapter at each 
hearing except: Psalms with 40-59 verses - these Psalms may be divided into TWO parts; Psalms with 60-79 
verses - these Psalms may be divided into THREE parts; and Psalm 119 which may be divided into fi ve parts 
(suggested division: Psalm 119:1-40, 41-72, 73-104,105 -144, 145-176).

• CHRISTIAN SOLDIER AWARD
The student must quote the following  books:  Romans, Gala� ans, Ephesians and Philippians. 

• CHRISTIAN WORKER AWARD
The student must quote the following Books:  Colossians, 1 and 2 Thessalonians, 1 and 2 Timothy, Titus, 
Philemon, Hebrews, James, 1 and 2 Peter, 1, 2, and 3 John.  

REQUIREMENTS FOR GOLDEN AWARDS
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1. Students may enter the Silver Apple Award each year they are eligible to a� end conven� on, however they 
are not permi� ed to submit the same Scriptures in consecu� ve years.

2. The student  must quote a complete book of the Bible in one year (between their Regional Student 
Conven� on Registra� on Closing Dates).  You may not use the Books of Proverbs, Psalms, and John as these 
are Golden Awards. If you are doing Chris� an Soldier or Chris� an Worker, you may not use any of the 
books included for Silver Apple.

3. The student must recite a minimum of one chapter at each hearing, except: chapters with 40-59 verses - 
these chapters may be divided into TWO parts; chapters with 60-79 verses - these chapters may be divided 
into THREE parts; etc.

4. No more than three errors or prompts may be allowed per chapter or sec� on of chapter as per the allowable 
divisions above.

5. The Applica� on for Scripture Award must be signed and received at the SCEE offi  ce by the Registra� on 
Closing Date to verify entry. Supervisors/parents MUST NOT sign applica� ons if memory work is incomplete. 
A Judges Form is not required.

6. Applica� ons for Scripture Awards NOT received by the Registra� on Closing Date WILL NOT BE AWARDED.

7. All contestants will be awarded a place. The place will be determined by the length of the book chosen.

8. Students par� cipa� ng at South Pacifi c Student Conven� on may submit Scriptures from one year only. 
Scriptures learned over the two year period may not be combined to gain a higher award.

• 1st place = a complete book of 300 verses or more or a combina� on of any complete books adding 
together to 300 verses or more.

• 2nd place = a complete book of more than one chapter but less than 300 verses.

• 3rd place = a complete book of one chapter.

All ac� vity ques� ons are taken from the list of Bible references on 
the following pages. In the event of a � e, � e-breaker verses will be given orally.  Students will have 45 minutes 
to complete the test.

1. There are four types of ques� ons as follows:  

a. Give the Verse:  The contestant will be given a reference and will be expected to choose the correct 
verse.

b. Give the Reference:  A verse will be quoted, and the contestant will be expected to iden� fy the book, 
chapter, and verse.    

c. Choose the Category:  The contestant will be given a reference and will be asked to iden� fy the specifi c 
category (e.g. Salva� on, Prayer, Soul Winning, etc.) to which that verse belongs.

d. Quote:  The contestant is given a reference and will be expected to write the verse. 

2. Marks are awarded for accuracy. 

3. All references are taken from the offi  cial list.

4. The Bible Memory booklet provided is wri� en from the KJV or NKJV.  Students using other versions of the 
Bible may be disadvantaged and must provide a copy of that version to the judges.  Your Bible will then be 
returned a� er the Bible Memory is marked so make sure your name is in the Bible you provide.

5. The Bible will be the only authority with regards to the accuracy of quoted Scripture.

6. A Judges Form is not required.

7. At Regional Student Conven� ons 50 verses from the following list will be used.  For South Pacifi c Student 
Conven� ons a separate set of 50 verses will be used.

8. Students must nominate on their Student Event Registra� on Form (IN.21) whether they will use the KJV or 
NKJV. NOTE: KJV must be used for ISC.

All members must be eligible to compete based upon the South Pacifi c 
Regional Student Conventi on Guidelines and may be from the Open or U/16 age groups. Teams should consist of 
students with profi cient knowledge in the chosen book(s) of the Bible. A new Book is chosen each year, for the 
current Book go to www.studentconven� on.com.au

Bible Bowl will be a closed-door compe� � on.  Each team will have three (3) minutes to answer as many ques� ons 
as possible. All ques� ons will be directed to individual team members in turn, not answered as a group.  Each 
correct answer will earn a point value. There is no loss of points for incorrect answers or ques� ons that are 
passed.  Teams will race against the clock, not an opponent.  In the event of a � e, teams will be separated by a 
count back on the number of correctly answered ques� ons compared with the number of ques� ons asked. (e.g. 
20 correctly answered ques� ons out of 30 is a be� er performance than 20 out of 35). If teams are s� ll � ed a� er 
this count back they will be called back later in the week for a playoff . Ques� ons for playoff s will be the same 
list but in a diff erent order. Each team in the qualifying round will be asked the same group of ques� ons in the 
same order.  

In order to place in this event, teams must score a minimum of 10 points.

Ques� ons will be taken from the King James Version. Judges may accept answers in synonymous terms, however 
the judge’s decision on any answer will be fi nal.  

At South Pacifi c Student Conven� on, Bible Bowl will consist of ques� ons taken from both Books chosen since the 
last South Pacifi c Student Conven� on.

SCEE provides all Bible Bowl ques� ons. SCEE will provide score sheets for each game. A Judges Form is not 
required.

BIBLE BOWL
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GROUP BIBLE SPEAKING

Group Bible Speaking is an interpreta� on (i.e. drama� za� on) by a spoken choral group of a set Bible passage. 
Groups may consist of 8-30 contestants of both males and females.

1. The group will create an atmosphere by using tone of voice, infl ec� ons, pauses, gestures and movement 
(u� lizing the space available).

2. No costumes, props or singing are allowed. 

3. No conductor is allowed for this event.

4. The passage MUST be memorised. Places will not be awarded if scripts are not memorised.

5. The majority of the passage is spoken chorally, but lines may be spoken by a sec� on of the group or by solo 
voices. Boys must portray only male roles and girls must portray only female roles.

6. Any sound eff ects must only be created on stage by the contestants.

7. The presenta� on � me limit is six (6) minutes maximum. If a compe� � on piece does not fi t within the given 
� me limit, the contestant/s will receive a 0.5 point deduc� on for any por� on of thirty (30) second increments 
over the allo� ed � me. (For example, in a � me limit of 6 minutes a piece � med at 6:22 would receive a 
half-point deduc� on from the total score. A piece of 6:42 would receive a deduc� on of a full point from the 
total score.)

8. Students may use any version for this event, as long as a copy is supplied with the judges forms. 
This event does progress to ISC - for students interested in performing this event at ISC please check 
www.aceministries.com for current Scripture passages. Only KJV will be accepted for ISC.

9. Select one of the listed passages below. You may add some repeated lines or words if this provides appropriate 
emphasis, meaning and crea� vity for your team to minister the message.
